The next book in the series, Harry Potter
and the Goblet of Fire, broke sales records in both the UK and
America. Rowling was also named Author of the Year at the
2000 British Book Awards and awarded an OBE for writing

such popular children’s books.

The final book in the series, Harry Potter and the Deathly
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Hallows, was released in 2007 and became the fastest-selling creative commons icence

book in history. Since the last Harry Potter book, Rowling has written other books linked to
the original Harry Potter series. She has also written stories for adults and continues to write

more new material.

Today, original copies of Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone sell for around £20,000
and the series has been translated into 65 languages.
